• An additional 2,400 children in 17 public schools and community centers 
across Manhattan's Lower East Side participated in music and dance 
classes conducted by Third Street teaching artists during regular 
school hours. 

• 300 children ages 6-18 experienced the excitement of making music 
with each other in Third Street's acclaimed chamber music and 
ensemble programs. 

• Students, faculty and guest artists performed in more than 250 free 
concerts annually in our Anna-Maria Kellen Auditorium and other 
venues around the City.
